8. Amy Silbermann – Pittsburgh Regional Transit 

Ms. Silbermann introduced herself as Chief Development Officer with PRT, and stated she was at the meeting to ask for council’s assistance with the PRT Route # 69 Trafford Bus Route. Ms. Silbermann is working on the bus route redesign and Trafford would be the end of the route. It was stated that Trafford is the last stop along the route and PRT is looking to give the driver a layover for a 15–20-minute break along side the road within the borough limits. PRT is trying to streamline routes and eliminate any unnecessary operating expenses. 
The borough did provide this type of service in the past, and PRT would like to have a discussion with borough officials about the idea of a layover and have a decision by end of summer.
