TRAFFORD BOROUGH COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
APRIL 7TH, 2026



1. Call to Order – meeting called to order at 7:03 pm by Councilmember Cardiff.

7. Edgar Grant – Penn Township Ambulance  

Mr. Grant presented Penn Township Ambulance’s 2025 Annual Report. He acknowledged that Penn Township Ambulance was awarded the EMS Agency of the Year award for Pennsylvania. Finally, their Open House is on Tuesday, May 20, 2026, at 5 PM. Kids CPR event will be held on June 13th.  The Golf Outing is scheduled for August 3rd.
8. Public Comment 
a. Public Comment for all matters which the public has concern.  No public comment or questions on agenda items will be received after this point.

c. Borough Response 

Jason Smith of 109 Hird Road presented questions about the repaving of Hird Road and stormwater management. 

BOROUGH RESPONSE: Borough Engineer, Amber Yon of Penn E&R explained that drainage improvements are included in the scope of work that include inlets placed along the road that will carry stormwater runoff down the road and into the existing culvert across State Route 130.  Plans also include a swale on the high side of the road to capture runoff coming off the hillside. 

Linda Zimmerman of 780 Seventh Street presented concerns about the loss of the bus line through Trafford and asked Council if the County has been contacted for assistance. 

Joan Monroe of 513 Zone Street spoke of all the positive welcoming assets Trafford provides and offered concern about the loss of the bus line through the community and how that may impact our continued economic development. She asked if anyone has contacted Pittsburgh Regional Transit (PRT). 

BOROUGH RESPONSE: Councilman Cardiff explained that Council asked Manager Alberter following the last meeting to reach out to Pittsburgh Regional Transit and discuss what / how they are willing to work with the Borough to address some of the issues that the Borough has had with drivers in the past. 

BOROUGH RESPONSE: Councilman Perovich asked if PRT confirmed that if the bus line must have a layover at Haymaker Village, the bus line will be eliminated through Trafford. 

Ms. Monroe indicated that was the impression she received from her communications with PRT.


Brenna Gore of 311 Edgewood Avenue presented concern about Trafford not having a code in place to address the feeding of wildlife, specifically deer. She indicated a concern for safety as the deer continue to cross roads, navigate between traffic and return to properties where they know food is left out. 

BOROUGH RESPOSNE: Borough Solicitor, Craig Alexander, advised that Manager Alberter reached out to him to draft an ordinance to address the feeding of deer and he is working on it. 


9. Report from Borough Engineer, Penn E&R 
a. Report submitted. 
b. Public comment on Penn E&R’s report 

Councilman Corrales asked if it was possible to remove the water feature from the contract with the existing contractor for the 6th Street and Cavitt Avenue Playground Project and add something else. Borough Engineer described the current water feature and its landscaping details.  She suggested we could remove the water feature.  Councilman Corrales asked if we could substitute another non-water feature to utilize all the Borough’s awarded grant funds.
Mayor Daykon asked if the awarded grant must be used for a water feature and Ms. Yon confirmed it did not. 
Councilman Llewellyn asked how it is possible that we accept the lowest bidder, expect to pay a certain price and then end up paying for three change orders.
Ms. Yon explained that Change Order #1 for the replacement of the concrete curb probably should have included the full length of the curb in the original scope of work.
Councilman Corrales asked if Penn E&R’s site inspector is on site for the duration of the project.
Ms. Yon confirmed he is.
Councilman Corrales suggested the Borough have staff who learns enough about these types of projects who can be on site during the projects.
Councilman Corrales asked if the discovered drainage pipe along Zone Street was coming from Inwood Road.
Ms. Yon explained the pipe was running into the hillside at the upper end of Zone Street.
Councilman Corrales asked if it was dead-ended into the ground.
Ms. Yon confirmed.
Councilman Corrales asked if tied it in and if the end of the pipe was ever identified.
Ms. Yon confirmed the pipe was tied into the storm line that runs along Homewood Avenue but indicated the end of the pipe was never identified. 
Councilman Corrales advised he wanted to be sure the Borough was not dropping sanitary from an old, abandoned house. 
Ms. Yon confirmed the pipe dead-ended into the hillside where there was no structure.
Councilman Shoub asked if the pipe was designed to take water.
Ms. Yon confirmed it was perforated.
Councilman Shoub asked if the intent of that line was to take underground water.
Ms. Yon confirmed and said it was flowing and appeared to be ground water.
Councilman Llewellyn asked if Straw Construction would understand the weather and not open the road on a day when it is supposed to rain.
Councilman Corrales asked if the on-site inspector tried to stop Straw Construction from opening the road prior to the rain coming.
Ms. Yon confirmed he did and indicated she has email communications with Straw asking them to backfill if they choose to open the road due to the weather. She confirmed that the site inspector communicated with her that there was no limestone on site when they began to excavate, and Ms. Yon immediately called Curtis Straw and told him he needed to backfill the same working day. 
Councilman Corrales stated there needs to be a reduction in cost and that Straw Construction should take on some of that cost of Change Order #3.
Councilman Cardiff asked if the change order in question was the $11,700 one.
Ms. Yon confirmed.
Councilman Cardiff suggested Council table that agenda item for approval.
Councilman Corrales stated, in his opinion, that the Borough must complete the inlet repair for the 4th Street & Cavitt Avenue project, otherwise the Borough is looking at a future failure of the newly paved road.
Ms. Yon agreed that is her recommendation as well.
Councilman Corrales asked if the contractor was placing four inches of binder in the cut and then completing the ware.
Ms. Yon confirmed.
